10 credits in Sweden with grade C equals 10 credits in
Spain with grade C.

A Modules can go on simultaneously or in blocks. 30 credits
equals one semester of full time studies.

A Credits Is how much of the studies is completed (attended
classes, passed exams as well as self study time)

A Grades is how well studies were carried out

for a two year master

} Grades A- F (E = pass 40%)
; If a student passes the examinations, he gets

the ECTS. If he does not get enough marks on
examination he does not get the ECTS.

1 6 modules with 10 ECTS each would provide
for a one year programme

Pass and Fail

A The student who passes the examination gets the
credits , with the grade obtained

A The student who fails the examination does not
get the credits

A The student who fails the examination will have
to retake the examination, written exam or
project will have to be redone

A The goal is to get all 60 credits, i.e. pass all the
examinations with at least grade E (40% marks)
and to have at least 75% attendance as
participation in class and continuous
development of the student also is part of
examination.
